The WHO Situation Report 168 dated 6thJuly, 2020 shows that India has one of
the lowest cases of COVID-19 per million population. India’s cases per million
population is 505.37 while the global average is at 1453.25.

The Chile has witnessed 15,459.8 cases of COVID-19 per million population,
while Peru, US, Brazil and Spain have 9070.8, 8560.5, 7419.1 and 5358.7
cases per million population respectively.

The WHO Situation Report also shows that India has one of the lowest deaths
per million population. India’s cases of death per million population is
14.27 while the global average is more than its four times, at 68.29.

The UK has witnessed 651.4 cases of COVID-19 related deaths per million
population, while the metric for Spain, Italy, France and US is 607.1, 576.6,
456.7 and 391.0 respectively.

India has ramped up the hospital infrastructure to adequately and effectively
manage the cases. The preparedness included arrangement of oxygen support,
ICU and ventilator facilities. As on 7t July 2020, there are 1201 Dedicated
COVID Hospitals, 2611 Dedicated COVID Healthcare Centres and 9909 COVID
Care Centres to look after COVID patients from those with very severe to very
mild symptoms. Such level of preparedness has shown results in continuously
improving the Recovery Rate and resulting in low Case Fatality Rate.

Early detection and timely effective clinical management of COVID-19 cases
have resulted in increasing daily recoveries. During the last 24 hours, a total of
15,515 COVID-19 patients have been cured, taking the cumulative figure of
recovered cases among COVID-19 patients to 4,39,947 as of today.

Coordinated efforts at all levels of the national and State governments for
prevention, containment and management of COVID-19 are showing
encouraging results with consistently increasing gap between Recoveries and
Active cases. As on date, there are 1,80,390 recovered cases more than the
active COVID-19 cases. The recovery rate among COVID-19 patients has
increased to 61.13% today.



Presently, there are 2,59,557 active cases and all are under medical
supervision.

Enhanced focus on “Test, Trace, Treat”, further augmented with various
measures has facilitated widespread COVID-19 testing by States/UTs. This has
resulted in more than 2 lakh tests being conducted per day. During the last 24
hours 2,41,430 samples have been tested. With this hike, the nationwide
samples tested for COVID-19 stands at 1,02,11,092 as of now.

The testing lab network continues to expand with more number of labs being
added in various States/IUTs. With 793 labs in the government sector and 322
private labs, there are as many as 1115 labs in the country.

* Real-Time RT PCR based testing labs: 598 (Govt: 372 + Private: 226)
* TrueNat based testing labs: 423 (Govt: 388 + Private: 35)

* CBNAAT based testing labs: 94 (Govt: 33 + Private: 61)

In a significant achievement, the number of COVID tests has crossed the 10
million (1 crore) milestone.

This signifies the importance accorded to widespread testing and the focussed
“Test, Trace, Treat” strategy with several follow-up measures taken in tandem
by the Central government and the States/UTs.

During the last 24 hours 3,46,459 samples have been tested. The cumulative
number of samples tested, as of now is 1,01,35,525.

This achievement has also been possible by the continuously expanding
network of testing labs throughout the country. As on date, more than 1105
labs have enables people to undergo COVID tests. There are 788 labs in the
government sector and 317 private labs. The various kinds of tests for COVID-
19 and the labs providing these are as follows:

* Real-Time RT PCR based testing labs: 592 (Govt: 368 + Private: 224)
* TrueNat based testing labs: 421 (Govt: 387 + Private: 34)

* CBNAAT based testing labs: 92 (Govt: 33 + Private: 59)

National COVID Positivity Rate is 6.73% while many States
report lower Positivity Rate

Central efforts lead to Significant Jump in testing in Delhi
while the Positivity Rate declines

The Union Government and the State/UT governments have made a joint
coordinated effort to effectively manage the COVID-19 pandemic in the country.

As part of the coordinated efforts, the Union government has emphasized on
increasing testing, prompt contact tracing and timely clinical management of
the cases. It has also helped the States to significantly ramp up testing
capacities.

This has resulted in reduced positivity in the country. Currently the national
Positivity Rate stands at 6.73%.

As on 5th July 2020, the States with their Positivity Rate lesser than the
national average and tests per million higher than the national average are:

In Delhi, the efforts being made by the UT were significantly bolstered by the
Central Government to ensure increase in testing. Tests were ramped up
through increased RT-PCR testing along with the new Rapid Antigen Point-of-
Care (POC) tests which gives results in only about 30 min.

As a result of concerted and focused efforts by Government of India to augment
efforts, the average number of samples being tested per day which was only
5481 (1st-5th June 2020) has witnessed a huge increase to reach an average of
18,766 samples per day between 1stto Sth July 2020. In spite of significantly
increased testing in Delhi, the positivity rate has seen a substantial decrease
from about 30% to 10% in the last three weeks.
